1.  Answer the section 1 review questions (1-10) on page 504.  WORK ALONE.
2.  Science in Action.  Read the article on page 505 of your textbook and answer the 3 questions at the end of the article.  WORK ALONE.

3.  Toxo what??  Research the organism Toxoplasmodium gondii and write 2 paragraphs covering the basics of it, what disease it causes, what are the symptoms and why is it important to pregnant women?  WORK ALONE.

10 points

1.  Conjugation in Paramecium.  Read about the reproductive method of conjugation.  (You may also use the internet)  Using construction paper,  markers and scissors, visually demonstrate conjugation including the paramecium offspring produced.  Be sure that you can show the exchange of genetic material and that the offspring are genetically different from the parents. BE NEAT!! WORK ALONE.

2.  Protist Picture Cards.  Use glue or tape to attach pictures or NICE drawings of typical animal-like protists from each of the phyla described in Chapter 25 (or your notes) to index cards.  Attach the picture on one side of the card and on the other side, write the names and phonetic pronunciations of the phylum, genus, and locomotive structures of the protozoan. BE NEAT!! WORK ALONE.
